Historical Fiction:   Time Capsule
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Objective: Students collect artifacts or souvenirs that have special meaning and help to tell the story behind the historical fiction book of their choice.
Can you think of special objects that have special meaning to you?  Do they remind you of a person or an important event?  Now think about the historical fiction book that you read.  Were there significant objects in the story?  In literature, these are called symbols.  They are symbolic of something important.  For this project you will create a Time Capsule.  Inside the Time Capsule will be symbols of importance to the character or symbols that help to tell the story.  Your job will be to use these symbols to help retell the story to your classmates.  Time capsules are fun to open and include actual objects, but please do not include objects that are valuable.  If you cannot locate a particular object, a drawing of that object is acceptable and recommended.  
Students should write a small paragraph to explain why that object was included in the Time Capsule and its importance to the story.  Keep your symbols and souvenirs in a shoe box along with the explanations of each.  Please decorate the box with your book’s name, author, your name and illustrations of your choice.
